Kindergarten Screening

A Fun and Important Day for You and Your Child!

Dear Parents & Guardians,

We look forward to meeting you and your child at kindergarten screening! The screening process takes place each spring at Prides Corner School. This year, kindergarten screening is planned for May 13, 14, & 15. The screenings are set up in advance (by appointment) with Mrs. Bowie, our school secretary and will take approximately 30-40 minutes or less. If you need to make an appointment, please call Mrs. Bowie at the school at 797-5222. Current kindergarten students will have no school on May 13, 14, & 15 to allow the kindergarten teachers time to complete the screening of new students. Please remember to bring your child's original birth certificate so we can make a copy, along with a copy of his or her immunizations, five year physical, and two forms of identification to prove Westbrook residency.

On screening day, you and your child should plan to enter the school at the end door near the playground. Just inside the door, you will be greeted by Mrs. Bowie, the secretary. She will give you a name tag and an informational packet. We also ask at this time to take a photo of your child and another photo of you with your child, so that we might get to know our families. 

Next, families are invited to go into the art room, which will be set up as a “Meet and Greet” room with chairs as a comfortable waiting area. A kindergarten teacher will greet you and will take your child down the hall to a kindergarten classroom where the individual screening will take place. Parents are asked to wait in the art room at this time. It might be helpful for you to let your child know in advance that he or she will be asked to go with a teacher without you. However, please reassure them that they will soon be reunited with you to have a snack back in the art room.

During the actual screening, your child will be asked to participate in some simple tasks, and will answer questions on the new screening tool called the ESI-R (Early Screening Inventory - Revised). Once the screening is complete, the teacher will walk your child back to the art room to reunite him or her with you.

The teachers and staff will be warm and welcoming during screening to help you and your child feel comfortable. The school nurse, social worker/guidance counselor, and speech therapist will also be available during screening, should you have questions or need additional screening.
