The City of Westbrook is a small suburban city with a population of approximately 16,100 located in southern Maine just west of the city of Portland.  Westbrook was first established as a mill town when both paper and woolen mills were in operation. Today mill production is a fraction of what it was and new manufacturing and service industries employ Westbrook’s residents.  





Westbrook High School has been in operation at its present location since January 1956.  In 1961, a wing was added consisting of 25 classrooms and a library. In the same year, the Westbrook Regional Vocational Center building was constructed. Further new construction completed in the fall of 1991 resulted in a new wing housing modern science labs and a more spacious library.  A major expansion to the adjacent vocational school was completed in 1999, creating a state-of-the-art facility and unparalleled opportunity for Westbrook students.
