Those of you who attended the Follow the Schedule Night last month may remember the display in the Assembly Room, manned by Bobby Cannon. The brochures distributed explained the G.R.A.C.E. program. The letters stand for Georgia Residents Assisting Children’s Education. This is the qualified Student Scholarship Organization established by the Archdiocese of Atlanta and the Diocese of Savannah, which is dedicated to providing tuition assistance to children entering the Catholic Education system in Georgia. Individuals and corporations are able to receive a tax credit for your contribution to GRACE Scholars, Inc.

Frequently Asked Questions:
How does it work? A GA taxpayer can “redirect” part of his State income tax to a student Scholarship organization (SSO) to provide scholarships for students to attend private schools. The taxpayer receives a 100% tax credit against his GA tax liability for the amount donated to GRACE.

How much can I donate? A single taxpayer – up to $1000; a married couple filing jointly – up to $2500; a “C” Corporation – up to 75% of its total GA state tax liability

Can I specify where my donation will be used? Yes. All of the Catholic schools in GA are eligible to receive funding through G.R.A.C.E. Scholars, Inc.

Because this is an effort of the State to allow school choice, only students currently attending public schools, or who have not yet begun school careers, are eligible for these funds. In fact, this scholarship also benefits families currently enrolled in Catholic schools, because other financial aid funding becomes available to these families. In 2009-2010 school year SVA was able to distribute an additional $24,000 once GRACE scholarships became available for the 15 students who were transferring into the school. That allowed us to increase the amount of funds for some who needed more, and to offer something to others who asked. All who apply for financial aid, including GRACE scholarships, must apply through FACTS where the amount of need is determined.

Since everyone has to pay taxes, please consider “re-directing” a portion of your tax liability to GRACE to benefit SVA and the other Catholic Schools of Savannah.
