The first two reading certificates that your child will be working towards is the Ready Reader Award and the Independent Award. Here are the lists of the requirements to achieve these awards:
READY READER:

A. You must accumulate 5 points

B. You must score 85% or higher on each quiz

INDEPENDENT READER: 

A. You must earn your ready Reader Award first.
B. You must be reading independently ~ this means reading to yourself ~ not needing too much help from a parent.

C. You must read 3 books independently and these 3 books must be written at a 1.2 level or higher.

D. You must score 85% or higher on these 3 books.

E. You must accumulate 10 points.
Please keep in mind that some of your children are just not ready for independent reading at this time. If they try reading alone and then fail the test, they need to go back to reading to someone. This does not in any way mean that they are doing poorly in reading. Remember, some children walk at 9 months, some don’t walk until they are 13 or 14 months. It may take a few months before some of the children are completely ready for independent reading at the 1.2 or higher reading level. 
A goal has been set for each child, which I feel will challenge their individual ability. I want you to stress meeting their individual goal for the quarter. I will give an award to all the children who meet their goal at the end of each quarter. 
Keep them reading, keep it enjoyable, and make sure they have their AR book with them each day ~ everything else will fall into place. I promise!
Here is a list of all the AR Reading certificates and an explanation of their requirements.

READING RENAISSANCE CERTIFICATIONS
READY READER:

A. You must accumulate 5 points

B. You must score 85% or higher on each quiz

INDEPENDENT READER: 

A.  You must be reading independently.
B.   Read independently 3 books with a 1.2 or higher reading level.

C. You must score 85% or higher on these 3 books.

D. You must accumulate 10 points.

RISING READER:

A. You must have the Independent Reader certification.

B. Read independently 3 books with a 1.6 or higher book level.

C. You must score 85% or higher on these 3 books.

D. You must accumulate 10 points

SUPER READER:

5 Levels
A. You must have the Rising Reader certification.

B. Read independently 3 books worth at least 1 point each.

C. You must score 85% or higher on these 3 books.

D. Accumulate 5 points total.

We have 5 levels of Super Reader. To go up a level, repeat the above criteria.

ADVANCED READER:

5 Levels

A. You must have earned all 5 Super Reader Certifications.

B. Read independently 3 books worth at least 2 points each and pass the quizzes with 85% accuracy.

We have 5 levels of Advanced Reader. To go up a level, repeat the above criteria.

STAR READER:

5 Levels

A. You must have earned all 5 Advanced Reader Certifications.

B. Read independently 3 books with a 5.0 or higher reading level.

C. Each book must be worth 5 or more points and you must pass the quizzes with 85% accuracy.

We have 5 levels of Star Reader. To go up a level, repeat the above criteria.
HONORS READER and CLASSIC READER are two more certifications that the upper grades may earn.
We also have the POINT CLUBS that children can work towards.
25 Point Club
50 Point Club
100 Point Club

250 Point Club and 500 Point Club
Each quarter the students start at zero so the point clubs are very difficult for 1st graders to earn.
