STEP 2	Registration Form Return - Parents receiving registration forms are asked to return these forms to the school office no later than the last Friday in January.  These items must be returned with the Registration Form:

STEP 4	Return any outstanding forms including medical, birth and baptismal certificates to the school office by the end of April.  Medical forms can be returned before the start of school in August.
