The survey will close on December 9. 
 
Student Led Conferences:  We are looking 
forward to your participation in your child's 
student-led conference on December 8th and 
9th.  Students will be prepared to talk with you 
about their progress as they share their 
portfolios. Your presence and response helps 
confirm that their work is truly important.  In 
order to make the conferences worthwhile, 
students are spending time in Sailor Crew to 
prepare their portfolios and practice for the 
conferences.   
 
Each conference is scheduled for a 45-
minute time slot. You are asked to set aside 
approximately one half hour to join your child in 
reviewing his/her collected work and help your 
child formulate goals for improvement to be 
monitored at home.  During the student-led 
conference time, the student is the intended 
focus and will lead you through the conference.  
However, the teachers are there as a resource 

and will be moving from group to group.  All 
teachers are available for brief meetings during 
the last ten to fifteen minutes of each 
conference period.  
 
Your conference is scheduled with your 
student’s Sailor Crew teacher. Although many 
students have presented their schoolwork to 
their parents before, some children are 
apprehensive about this so your attentive 
interest and patience as they begin to talk really 
helps.  Questions that encourage them to 
describe and talk more about their work and 
progress allow you to get more information and 
keep the conference focused on their 
involvement in their learning.   
 
After the work and student reflections are 
discussed, please look at the ideas your child 
has drafted for setting goals.  Use the form for 
goal setting and talk about goals that are both 
pertinent to your child's academic progress and 
achievable.  Also consider ways that you and 
your child will be able to monitor progress 
towards these goals.  We have emphasized 
that it's just as important to carefully write and 
commit to the steps it will take to reach the 
goal, as it is to write it.  You will take the goal 
setting sheet home with you and hopefully refer 
to it throughout the next 3 quarters. I am 
attaching an explanation of why we do student 
led conferences.

Why do we use this model at LOJ? 
 

"éthis practice is the 
biggest breakthrough in 
communicating about student 
achievement in the last 
century. When students are well 
prepared over an extended 
period to tell the story of their 
own success (or lack thereof), 
they seem to experience a 
fundamental shift in their internal 
sense of responsibility for that 

success. The pride in 
accomplishment that students 
feel when they have positive 
story to tell and tell it well can be 
immensely motivational.  The 
sense of personal responsibility 
that they feel when anticipating 
what it will be like to face the 
music of having to tell their story 
of poor achievement can also 
drive them to productive work."

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Conference Goals 
LOJ has developed student-led 
conferences to achieve the following goals:  
¶ to encourage students to accept 

personal responsibility for their 
academic performance;  

¶ to teach students the process of self-
evaluation;  

¶ to facilitate the development of 
students' organizational and oral 
communication skills and to increase 
their self-confidence;  

¶ to encourage students, parents, and 
teachers to engage in open and 
honest dialogue; and  

¶ to increase parent attendance at 
conferences  

¶ to provide an opportunity for 
students to understand their own 
learning process; metacognition 

 

Student-Led Conference Model 
The main concept during a student-led 
conference is that the student is in charge 
of the academic conference with the 
parents. This increased accountability 
moves the student from passive--and 
frequently second- hand--recipient of 
information shared between teacher and 
parent, to active participant in a three-way 
interaction among parent, teacher, and 
student. Students assume "equal partner" 
status in discussions concerning their own 
academic progress.

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Six ways parents can encourage 
success in their children: 
 

1.  Set aside a study time. Choose a quiet

A few minutes of 
discussion helps increase awareness of 
accomplishments. 
 
4.  Check Edline together to make sure 
their planner is up to date. 
 
5.  Be positive!  Good study habits are not 
formed easily.  Encouragement and praise 
are powerful tools. Point out what your child 
is doing RIGHT and what he or she could 
be doing to assure success. 
 
6.  Get Involved!  A parent who is involved 
in school activities communicates loud and 
clear that education 
is worthwhile and important.  Get involved 
any way you can!
