| 5 apply to colleges by Thanksgiving Break! Most colleges have admis-

sion deadlines, so make sure you meet them.

Students should continue investigating colleges and schools that offer their intended majors. This
can be done by consulting your guidance counselor or doing research on the Internet. The Counselors
has a helpful website for researching colleges and careers. Also, students and their parents should
visit their colleges of interest.

Keep in mind that many college representatives and military recruiters will visit Loyola this year. To
talk to a college representative, see Mrs. Parham in the counselor's of fice. College representatives
will see you in the guidance area/conference room. Military recruiters will be visiting the school as
well.

It is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to inform your counselor if you apply to a college on-line so she will
then know to send your high school transcript and test scores. Don't forget to print off the
“counselor signature page" or “secondary school report” to give to your counselor. The colleges DO
NOT notify your counselor when you apply on-line.

Please notify your counselor after you receive an admission or
denial letter from a college so she can help you with the next
step of the college process.
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COLLEGE EXAMINATION

It is recommended that students consult with their guidance counselor to determine which college admis-
sion exam to take . The counselors can look at past testing experience and grades to help determine on which
test a student might score higher.

If someone tells you a college will only accept the SAT, he/she is WRONG! Colleges will accept BOTH the SAT
and ACT. Take the test that is better for you, not what is better for someone else.

Students can register for the SAT and ACT online or with paper registration packets available in the guidance
office.

ACT: The American College Test is another college admission exam accepted by colleges. Subjects tested on
this exam include reading, English, science, math, and writing. The ACT can be taken more than once so stu-
dents can improve their scores.

test scores directly from the college board or ACT to a college or the NCAA Eligibility Center. See your
counselor for forms.

Students with disabilities ~ may apply for extended time or testing accommodations. See your counselor for
the necessary forms to request accommodations.

SAT and ACT Fee Waivers are available for low-income students, and those who receive free or reduced
lunch prices, and those who have concerns about the costs of paying for the SAT or ACT. See your counse-
lor to see if you qualify for a test fee waiver. This is confidential.
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FINANCIAL AID

Thursday, March 10, 2012 is the receipt deadline for the 2012-2013
College School Year's Free Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA). The FAFSA will not be available until January 1, 2012. The
FAFSA may be filed on-line or a paper FAFSA may be mailed to the
federal processor.

Keep in mind, students & parents must submit a FAFSA form EVERY
YEAR the student plans to be enrolled in college. This deadline will always be March 10+h of each
year.

If filing on - line, students AND parents BOTH need to get a PIN at www.pin.ed.gov in advance of
filing at www.fafsa.ed.gov. Please do not wait until the twelfth hour to get on-line to file. Apply for
a PIN by December, and then complete the FAFSA after January 1st. It's crucial to complete the
on-line FAFSA process in full. Some families create and save the FAFSA, but fail to transmit it to
the Federal Processor. Having the FAFSA as a saved document by the deadline doesn't count- it
must be received by the Federal Processor on or before March 10, 2012.
