Dear Parents:

Welcome to February! In case you haven’t noticed, we have an extra day this month (leap year) to squeeze in as much knowledge as possible to the children. This is a good time to inform you that the state assessments (PSSA’s) for students in grades 3-6 will be given between the dates of March 12th-23rd. Typically the exams take 3-4 days but the Department of Education establishes a two week window for schools to conduct the assessments. Other news:

1. I want to remind everyone of the two points from the District Wellness Policy that indicates that sugary snacks should be kept to not more than one item daily. It is advised to refrain from this practice unless your child’s teacher contacts you regarding a plan to distribute such treats over a period of several days.

Our school cafeteria is available to provide snacks for parties or birthday treats upon request.

2. Our third Mid-Period will be observed on February 16th. Mid-Period reports will be distributed on Wednesday, February 22nd.
