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Online networking is a great
tool for keeping in touch with
others and relaying informa-
tion, if it is used properly.

We have all heard of the sto-
ries of "live in the moment"
teens who post controversial
pictures or information to
their profile on sites such as
Facebook and Twitter. Most
teens don't think of the conse-
quences of what they post.
However, the web creates a
digital “tattoo” that will al-
ways be there. And the scary
part: most parents generally

have no idea of what their
child is doing online.

Before a teen is admitted into
college or starts a career,
someone will be searching
online to find out more. In
fact, teens may have problems
when they get older because
of what they posted online.

Here are some numbers
from a study that polled
1,000 teenagers:

- 51% of teens check their
sites more than once a day.

- 22% check their sites more
than 10 times a day.

- 39% have posted something
they later regretted.

- 37% have used the sites to
make fun of other students.

- 25% have created a profile
with a false identity.

- 24% have hacked into
someone else's social net-
working account.

While parents know about the
dangers of the Cyber media
generation, many take a “not
my child” stance on the sto-
ries they hear.

With so much at stake, both
parents and teenagers should
take time to sit down and talk
about the appropriate uses of
social media and the conse-
quences that could come from
it being used the wrong way.
